Dear Friends

In one of my classes at theological college, we were asked to complete an
exercise where we were to name six people from any time in history that we
would invite to our dinner table. Anyone at all!! Well we all got quite carried
away with names, from Hollywood stars to great literary writers. One student
even wrote down Harry Potter. Most of us included Jesus Christ as our
guest, my thought being | could ask him what he meant by all those difficult
parables and teachings. How wrong could we have been? When we read
today’s Gospel, Jesus is very clear in who we should invite to our table and it
is not the rich and famous. “For those who exalt themselves will be humbled,
and those who humble themselves will be exalted,” says Jesus. Humility is
hard for many of us. Humility defined as having a modest or low view of
oneself. We try to be better than those around us, we like to have more
knowledge, we dress better, we associate with the right people, we like good
manners, we like gracious guests, we like to be appreciated. We like dinner
invitations to be reciprocated. | don’t always like what Jesus has to say, my
Jesus, Jesus gentle and mild. Often the lesson is hard, and we don’t want to
hear it, but we don’t get to choose what lessons we follow and what we
ignore. Jesus makes it very clear who we should invite to lunch or dinner.
The poor!! The crippled!! The lame!! The blind!! For most of us this is
difficult near impossible, but there is a way we can invite with humility. We
can choose to invite those we would normally overlook, a fellow parishioner
who might not be in our group. A parishioner that always sits alone, that
doesn’t come to morning tea. We can choose to invite a neighbour that we
normally just wave at each other. If you invite two lonely people to dinner,
they might strike up a friendship with each other. Jesus sat and had a meal
on many occasions, hospitality is a vital ministry and if we can follow Jesus
and sit with the poor, then Jesus tells us we will be blessed. Why??
Because they cannot repay us and will be repaid at the resurrection of the
righteous.
