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Dear People, 
As one grows older, it seems that Christmas comes earlier.   Surely, last 
Christmas was only a few weeks ago! 
I look forward to Christmas, and celebrations are already beginning.    
But the custom of celebrating Christmas from late November is not always   
helpful, and the season of Advent is often ósqueezed outô by end-of-year 
parties and retail mayhem.  
The word óadventô is derived from the Latin word óadventusô.   It means 
ócomingô, and it refers to Jesusô ófirst comingô as the child of Bethlehem and 
to his ósecond comingô at the end of the age.   The First Sunday of Advent is 
the Sunday that is closest to the Feast of Saint Andrew, the 30

th
 November, 

and the season concludes at Christmas.   
A theme of Advent is the recognition of Christôs presence, and an expecta-
tion of his ósecond comingô at the end of the age is based on a belief that, in 
his risen life, he is present with us today.   His ósecond comingô is a manifes-
tation of his abiding presence, and it is not predicated by his absence.   It is 
interesting to note that Christians in the first century had a strong sense of 
both his resurrection as a present reality and his triumphal return in glory as 
imminent.   They are beliefs that complement each other. 
The liturgical colour is purple, the symbol of penitence.   During Advent, 
there is emphasis on our failure to be alert to him who is always with us.   
Anglican liturgy is a óblue printô for our spirituality, and I often teach that the 
greeting óthe Lord be with youô, said at the beginning of the Mass, at the 
reading of the Holy Gospel, at the commencement of the Great Thanksgiv-
ing and at the conclusion of the Eucharist, reminds us that Jesus is present 
in our assembly, in the proclamation of the Word, in the Holy Sacrament of 
his Body and Blood and as we serve him in the world.   I think that we can 
speak of Jesusô óreal presenceô when we are caring for the poor, the lonely 
and the sick as well as when we are kneeling before him in the  
Blessed Sacrament. 
Advent marks the commencement of a new liturgical year, and during the 
coming year the Holy Gospel according to Matthew will be read on Sundays.    
In the Gospel there is emphasis on Jesusô coming; he is referred to as 
óEmmanuelô, a term used in the Book of Isaiah that means óGod is with 
usô (Matthew 1.23 and Isaiah 7.14) and his glory is revealed to the wise men 
from the east (Matthew 2.1-12), as well as to the poor and outcast of the 
world.   The Gospel according to Matthew emphasises Jesusô ósecond com-
ingô, and in todayôs reading we are reminded that ñthe Son of Man is coming 
at an unexpected hourò (Matthew 24.44).   But looking back to the ófirst

comingô and looking forward to the ósecond comingô does not imply Jesusô 
absence in the present.    At the conclusion of the Gospel according to 
Matthew, Jesus said; ñRemember, I am with you always, to the end of the 
ageò (Matthew 28.20).  
Advent is a time when we are to recognise the presence of Jesus in the 
world.    We are often disturbed by the images we view on television; the 
children of Ukraine and victims of crime and terror, asylum seekers       
incarcerated in remote detention centres, and the homeless living amongst 
us.   Last Sunday we celebrated the Feast of Christ the King, and we are 
reminded that Jesus is not sitting on a golden throne and remote to the 
suffering of humanity.    Rather, he is present with all who suffer, and he 
invites us to celebrate his presence as we care for them.
